2012 SCBA Drill
RIC Deployment 
Your Company has been assigned RIC. During the latter phases of the incident there is a partial floor collapse on floor 1. This collapse has dropped one Firefighter into the basement. The Company Officer of the crew working on the 1st Floor has called a Mayday and given the IC the “PLAN”.
Problem: 	Partial Floor Collapse on Floor 1. One firefighter, FF Smith, has fallen into the basement.
		They are low on air and cannot access the FF from thier position.
Location: 	Collapse occurred in the B-Bravo, C-Charlie corner of the structure.
Air:		Team air was at 1300 when floor gave way.
Needs:		Recommend that RIC launch from Side A into basement, to locate and assess FF Smith.

Assignment:
	The IC has activated your Crew. You are to take a handline, irons and RIC Kit and make entry from Side A. Locate and assess the firefighter and determine needs to extricate them  from the collapse area. 
***Please do not perform destructive techniques on the prop. There is access, be creative.***

TEACHING POINTS:
Reality is this could be a very stressfull situation.
Safety of the crew is paramount, crew will need to continually do a risk / benefit analysis during the entire operation.
If a hostile fire still exists a charged hoseline is necessary. Speed, coordination, and accessing the firefighter are critical.
Once access has been made, assess the conditions of the FF. Insure that air is assessed and transfill from the RIC Kit if necessary. Protect the down FF from further insult or injury. Hoseline protection if conditions warrant. 
Communication with the IC or RIC Group Supervisor will be extremely important. Progress of the company, assessment of the FF, and needs / resources to remove the FF from the building.
