Pre-Connected attack with a Wet Supply
Objective:  The engine company will lay a Wet Supply from a hydrant and attack the fire with a pre-connected hand line utilizing booster tank, usually, then switching to a hydrant supply. This method is designed to allow for situations where the establishment of a continuous initial water supply has a higher priority than speed of agent application.
