Check SCBA, all straps out, compartment door closed, helmet strap snug, flash hood on, coat on and fastened, evaluation starts on “GO”, and ends on radio transmission to Maple Valley Fire Admin (C-1).

Standard:
The firefighter, wearing a helmet, hood, bunker coat, gloves, and radio will appropriately don an SCBA; with mask on, regulator connected to mask, and radio operational within 90 seconds.
