CONSTRUCT HIGHLINE SYSTEMS

Standard: NFPA 1006, 4-1.7

Direct a team in the construction of a highline system, given rescue personnel; life safety rope; auxiliary rope rescue equipment, where available, minimally rated for two-person loads; and suitable anchor systems, so that personnel assignments are made and clearly communicated, the system constructed can accommodate the load, tension applied within the system will not exceed the rated capacity of any of its component parts, system safety check is performed, movement on the system is efficient, and loads can be held in place or moved with minimal effort over the desired distance. 

Requisite skills: The ability to determine incident needs as related to construction of highline systems, evaluate an incident site as related to interference concerns and setup, identify the obstacles or voids to be negotiated with the highline, select an appropriate highline system for defined task, perform system safety checks, use safe rigging principles, and communicate with personnel effectively.

(1) Set up highline for Swift Water Technicians and or divers Note: coordinate this with boat 71. (Part one of this objective is not mandatory for SeaTac Fire, Kent Ladder 74 Captain can coordinate with the 15 SeaTac rope technicians to attend the drill however this portion is not mandatory for SeaTac.)
