       Launching and loading of boats
Holding patterns (staying in one position in river currents and wind on a lake) 

River navigation (avoiding and recognizing obstacles)

Retrieval of incapacitated victim into boat

Setting up Boat for Dive / Search Operations

Operators must complete a minimum of 2 hours of Boat Operations per year. One hour operation on the Rigid Hull Inflatable and one hour one the Cataraft (Company Officer to sign Operator off in Fire Tracker)
